Aquarius (Sail Number 74)

Probably one of the prettiest Stellas around, but not just pretty — she’s
pretty quick too! (Winner at Aldeburgh Regatta 3 years running, and 2" in
class at the Levington Classic Regatta.)

Over the past 6 years a huge amount of work has been done
systematically to the boat by the Aldeburgh Boatyard to bring her up to a
very high standard.

Aquarius has a beautiful laid teak deck (laid onto a ply sub-deck) fitted
about 6 years ago by the Aldeburgh Boatyard.

Aquarius also has the main sheet led back to a stainless steel horse
across the pushpit, meaning the cockpit is uncluttered and spacious.
New mast & boom 6 years ago.

The headsalil is fitted with new roller furling gear from Bartels in Germany
(new in 2007).



Cabin fitted with new shelves and locker cupboards 3 years ago.

There is an extensive sail locker with nearly all sails made in the last few
years by Hyde. Sails are cleaned and serviced every year by Suffolk Sails.
As well as a normal spinnaker, there is also a fab asymmetric spinnaker
from Hyde which makes for very fast reaching.

Yanmar IG10 diesel, serviced every year.

New alternator and reconditioned starter motor fitted in 2008.

2 new 12v batteries fitted in 2007 & 2008.

New automatic bilge-pump & float switch fitted in 2008 (but hardly needed
since bottom was worked on in Spring 2008 (see below).

New 2-bladed prop fitted 2007

New rudder blade fitted 2006

Fastenings below the waterline tightened and seams treated with Arbocol
in Spring 2008.

Main cabin bunks have new waterproof dark blue velour covers (very
comfy!)

Forecabin has pipecots fitted in 2007

All bunks & pipecots had new lee-cloths fitted in 2007

Forecabin has a Baby Blake fitted

Gas cooker, with bottle stored in a new locker with breather pipe to
exterior

Stainless steel sink with manual pump fed from internal water-tank.
Halyards and spinnaker pole control-lines are all led back to cockpit for
easy control

6 winches: 2 on cabin-top for halyards; for the cockpit: 2 bronze self-tailing
winches with boat name engraved for headsails, and 2 Lewmar self-tailers
for spinnaker control
